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What is Animals Asia Foundation?

Animals Asia Foundation is a Hong Kong-based government-registered animal welfare charity founded by Jill
Robinson MBE in 1998. It also has charitable status in the UK, Italy, Germany, the USA and Australia with donations
being tax-deductible in these countries. It has additional offices in China and Vietnam.

As of 2008, Animals Asia had 24 full-time employees working in the Head Office in Hong Kong. The overseas offices in
Australia, Germany, Italy, the UK and USA have around 20 additional staff, both full and part-time.

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General Frequently Asked Questions

How fit do | need to be?

Our adventures are challenging and they require everyone who participates in them to embark on a fitness training
program. We advise you to speak to your GP about your fitness goals, and a personal trainer to have a fitness
training plan developed. Our adventures are specifically designed so that people who are relatively fit and who are
willing to seriously train can complete them. We can’t think of a more exciting fitness goal! Go for it!

When does the fundraising target need to be paid?

The fundraising target is made up of various payments, which need to be met in order to secure your place on the
adventure. A travel deposit needs paying to our travel partner when you register, and a fundraising deposit is payable
to Animals Asia 12 weeks prior to departure. The balance of your travel cost is payable 60 days prior to departure
and the balance of the fundraising component is payable 4 weeks prior to departure.

What is the minimum age for participants? What is the general age range?

On the majority of our trips the minimum age is 12+ years old and accompanied by an adult, please check with us.
We have had participants of all ages from 16 — 70 years, all united by their sense of adventure.

Can | extend my stay?

Yes, many of our participants decide to extend their stay to get the most from their overseas adventure! (Additional
travel arrangements are at your own cost and an administration fee may apply)

Will | get a chance to meet the other trekkers before 1 go?

CONDITIONS OF CONTRACT

This Inspired Adventure is operated by Peregrine Adventures Pty Ltd, trading as Peregrine Adventures their head
office in Melbourne, Australia (“Peregrine”). Peregrine A es Pty Ltd are of the Tui Travel group of
companies, of Crawley Business Quarter, Fleming Way, Crawley, West Sussex, RH10 9GX, United Kingdom.

Please read carefully the terms in the conditions of contract in completing and submmmg the Booking Form, you
agree to be bound by these conditions which constitute the es, Peregrine
Adventures Pty Ltd (Peregrine Adventures) and you. The conditions apply to the exclusmn of any other terms or
conditions unless they are set out in the Booking Form, or are otherwise agreed to in writing by the parties. Previous
dealing with the parties will not vary these conditions. No purported variation of these conditions will be effective
unless in writing and signed by a person so authorised by Inspired Adventures and Peregrine Adventures.

1. How to Book: To participate in this Inspired Adventure, you must pay a non-refundable registration fee of AUD$700 including
GST payable to Inspired Adventures. Six weeks later you must pay a non-refundable travel deposit of AUD$400 including GST
which must be made payable to Peregrine Adventures. If you register within 4 months of the departure date you must pay the
travel deposit of AUD$400 immediately upon registration.

2. Payments and Fundraising: Eligibility to take part in this Challenge is contingent upon you raising the minimum Fundraising
Target. Peregrine Adventures will not accept receipt of your balance payment until there is evidence that your Fundraising
Deposit of AUD$1,000 has been met 12 weeks prior to your departure.

Changes may occur because of ‘Force Majeure’, poor road
conditions, weather, the availability of tickets, vehicle breakdowns, changes in transport schedules, or other circumstances
beyond Peregrine’s control or which simply cannot be foreseen. Peregrine does not accept any responsibility for loss of
enjoyment, delays or compensation resulting from circumstances beyond Peregrine’s control.

The information about trips given in Trip Notes and Pre-Departure Information are subject to change. It is your responsibility to
review the up-to-date Trip Notes and Pre-Departure Information. These can be obtained from Peregrine. The information and
conditions in the Trip Notes and Pre-Departure Information are deemed to be part of the contract. Where changes to your trip
occur after you have received your final documentation we will, where practical, advise you of such changes.

6. Cancellations by You: If you wish to cancel your tour, you must notify Inspired Adventures and Peregrine Adventures in
writing and the following charges will apply: You will automatically forfeit your registration fee (AUD$700), your travel cost
deposit (AUD$400 — if you cancel up to 56 days prior to departure) or 50% of monies paid to Peregrine Adventures (if you
cancel between 56-30 days prior to departure), or 100% of monies paid to Peregrine Adventures (if you cancel less than 30
days prior to departure) or fundraised for but not yet paid to the charity.

Peregrine reserves the right to adjust prices whether or not you have already made full
payment. We will do everything within our control not to adjust prices and will generally only amend prices in the event of
marked fluctuations in exchange rates, fuel costs, airlines increasing the cost of airfares & Taxes and other operating costs
on which prices are based. All air, train and trekking permit arrangements are subject to availability at the time you pay your
deposit to Peregrine. If we are unable to confirm trekking permits or air and train arrangements for you at that time, we
will offer you alternative options or refund your $400 deposit back to you. If we are unable to obtain availability for the airfare
that was quoted, we will confirm the next available airfare for you and advise you of the increased cost.

9. Health, Fitness, Trip Grades and Age Limits: It is your responsibility to advise Peregrine of any pre-existing medical
condition and/or disability that might reasonably be expected to increase the risk of you requiring medical attention, or
that might affect the normal conduct of a tour and the enjoyment of other trip members. You may be required to provide
an assessment of your medical condition from a qualified medical practitioner if requested by Peregrine or our suppliers.
Peregrine reserves the right, at its reasonable discretion, to cancel your booking and refund the money paid by you, less any
unrecoverable costs.

12. Travel Insurance: Adequate and valid travel insurance is compulsory for all Peregrine travellers. Your travel insurance
must cover accidents, injury, illness and death medical expenses, including any related to pre-existing medical conditions,
emergency repatriation (including helicopter rescue and air ambulance where applicable) and personal liability.
